Incremental Rehearsal

This intervention can be done with letter names, sounds, sight words, vocabulary words, math facts, spelling words and in any subject area to support learning.
Materials

· 5-10 mastered words written on index cards (may include the students name, color words, anything that the child knows)
· 10 likely unknown words (may be vocabulary, sight words, Frye words etc…)
Starting the Initial Session

· The student is presented with the likely unknown words one at a time to see if he/she can orally read them within 2 seconds of presentation. Words that are not correctly identified are considered unknown. Stack of unknown keywords is kept for practice.

Practice

· Begin with a stack of ten index cards including 9 known words and 1 unknown key word. If student does not have 9 known words you may start with 5 known words.
· Teacher presents the unknown word first and then the 9 known words following the procedure below.

· Present the index card with the word to the student.

· Teacher says “This word is _____. What word?”

· Student reads key word.

· Teacher says “Yes, ______” (repeating the correct word)

· Teacher uses the word in a sentence.

· Teacher says “What word?”

· Student reads key word

· Teacher removes 1 known word from stack, and adds a new unknown word. The previous keyword now replaces known word #9. Repeat procedure above starting with new unknown word. (If you started with fewer than 9 known words do not discard, keep building until you have 9 known words, after 9 begin discarding. Card stack should never be more than 10 total-1 unknown and 9 known.)
Error Correction:

Anytime the student makes an error, the following procedure is followed:

Teacher says “That word is _______. What word?” Student reads the word Teacher says “Yes, ______” (repeating the word) Continue in procedure where you left off (delayed test is already built in)

Discontinue Rule

Continue practicing until:

All 10 key words are known or the student makes 3 mistakes on a single word. If so, stop session for now.
· It may take multiple sessions for a student to master all words
